Mixed-Media Assignment
Grade 12: AVI4M

Artists make work for a variety of reasons but they always have a concept in mind when they do. This assignment is all about concepts and how to use them in our own work.

What is a concept? 
A concept is an idea or notion that someone has. When an artist creates an original work, they have to have a reason for doing so, which is their concept. 
Some examples of concepts/reasons artists make art: discussion of issues in the world (environmental sustainability/lack of sustainability, racism, sexism, homophobia, etc.), telling of relationship problems, telling of a story, depicting a memory, expressing a feeling, communicating with others, commemorate important people or events, create an illusion, making the ordinary extraordinary, etc. 

What is this assignment?
	You will be creating a mixed-media work consisting of at least three different media, which uses a concept you have created beforehand. You will then have a critique at the end of the assignment where everyone will get to talk about their work and have feedback from the class.
	Media available: paint, newspaper, collage materials, craft supplies, junk (garbage), found objects, charcoal, image transfers, etc. 


Part 1: PLAN - 30%
· Create an original concept for your artwork 
· Include rough sketches, the media you will be using, as well as the reason why you are making this work. 
· Should include some research on the concept you are basing your work on
· Must be showed to Mr. Ketcheson or Sam before you start the actual artwork. 
· *Note: sometimes your concept morphs a little as you create the artwork; this is alright.

· Create the work in class using your concept created and following the criteria provided
	
Part 3: CRITIQUE – 10%
· Each person will have 5 mins where their work is critiqued 
· Other students will discuss what they think about your work – how it makes them feel 
· You will share your concept, process, and final result as well 
· We will all then discuss if this comes across in the work
